TECHNICAL CRITERIA FOR APPROVAL OF SCAFFOLDING SITES

Any claims or actions resulting from the erection, maintenance and dismantling of the scaffolding (or other structure) are not the liability of Trunk Road Agent or the Welsh Government.  The application must have the necessary Insurance cover to indemnify the Trunk Road Agent and Welsh Government against any such claim or action.  Minimum cover for any one claim to be £10,000,000.  Proof of this cover must be provided by the applicant before a Licence is issued.  The proof should be the sight of, or copy of the Insurance Certificate and schedule to confirm that the policy is in force.

Health and Safety at Work Legislation specifies that anyone carrying out an erection, inspection and dismantling of scaffolding (or other structure) are competent to do so.  To be competent, a person must have the necessary training, knowledge and experience.  The Construction Industry Scaffolders’ Record Scheme (CISRS) has been industry recognised scaffolding training scheme for over 30 years.  It is the preferred scaffolding safety qualification accepted by Construction Skills Certificate Scheme and endorsed by the Health and Safety Executive.

Accordingly, all applicants must provide written poof that operatives who erect, inspect, maintain and dismantle scaffolding (or other structure) within the highway are competent to do so in accordance with the following industry approved qualification requirements or equivalent European Standards.

Although not a legal requirement scaffolding companies are encouraged to become members of a recognised trade organisation which undertakes the vetting of competence and financial status of its members and which continues periodic monitoring of its members.

It is also desirable that their firm/company is registered with CITB – Construction Skills.

The industry recognised qualification scheme for scaffolding is as follows:-

Labourer:
Limited site skills only. Construction skills and Health and Safety Test.

Trainee:
Trainee scaffolders cannot work on their own and must be supervised by a qualified scaffolder, working alongside them as part of a team.

Scaffolder:
CISRS scaffolder card are issued once the person has passed Construction Skills, Health and Safety tests, approved training and completion of CISRS Part 1 and Part 2 (access and rigging operations) / NVQ Level 2.

Advance Scaffolder are persons who has been in possession of a CISRS scaffolder card for minimum of 12 months; and have completed the approved training and assessment for Advance Scaffolder and Vocational Qualification Level 3 (VQ3).

Appropriate qualified scaffolding operatives will be authorised to carry out the following scaffolding procedures:-

a) Operatives holding scaffolding qualification CISRS Part 1 and Part 2 and NVQ Level 2

Erecting, adapting and dismantling:

Independent, putlog and birdcage scaffolds and static and mobile towers.

Beams to form gantries and openings, correctly braced.

Hoist frameworks and guides.

Protective fans.

Stack scaffolds

Roof scaffolds

Proprietary systems.

Fixing wire netting to hoist framework or scaffolding detailed above.

Applying knowledge of Construction Regulations to operations listed above.

b) Operatives holding an Advance Scaffolding Qualification and NVQ Level 111

All work in list of Basic Operations.

Erecting, adapting and dismantling.

Scaffolding to form truss-out scaffolds.

Slung scaffolds, including use of lifting equipment, wire ropes, chains and shackling.

Raking and flying shores.

Other forms of designed structures e.g. larger truss-outs, cantilevers, lifting structures, ramps and footbridges.

Scaffolding or standard props (including all bracing) to form a dead shore, including adjustable bases and forkheads.

Manual rope/winch-operated boatswains chairs and cradles.

Scaffolding and proprietary system (including levelling to within reasonable tolerances) to support formwork as laid out in engineering scaffold drawing.

Interpreting scaffold design drawings.

Applying knowledge of Construction Regulations to operations listed above.

Trainee scaffolders will not be permitted to erect or dismantle scaffolding (or other structure) without on-site supervision by a qualified scaffolder – CISRS (Part 1 and 2) and NVQ Level 2 or equivalent qualification.

The applicant must provide the necessary Insurance Indemnity.  If the applicant sub-contracts to another party then the applicant should ensure that the Insurance Policy and Indemnity covers and liability on the part of the sub-contractor.  The Trunk Road Agency and Welsh Government have no direct contact with the sub-contractor.

DESIGN, IMPLEMENTATION AND REMOVAL

An applicant is to provide details of the proposed temporary works and their extent, nature of the scaffolding (or other structure) proposed i.e. conventional or suspended/cantilevered, nature of other structures etc. (scaled plans and drawings for scaffold/hoarding applications are not essential, but will assist in considering proposals.  An out of hours contact telephone number and address must be provided)

The scaffolding (or other structure) must be properly erected from sound materials on good foundations, and properly maintained at all times.  It shall also be free from dangerous projections and rough edges.  The Licensee must provide written proof that the scaffolding has been erected in accordance with The Construction (Working Places) Regulations 1966 and has been inspected by a ‘competent person’.  Furthermore, written proof that the scaffolding will be periodically inspected by a ‘competent person’ in accordance with the aforementioned Regulations may be required if considered necessary.

An adequate footway which provides free passage of pedestrians should be provided at all times. A footway, 1.5 metre wide (1.0 metre absolute minimum), well maintained, and level surface should be provided where possible.  The footway must be free of objects likely to cause a hazard to the public.

Where the footway is obstructed to an extent where the available width is less than 1.0 metre, a walkway on the highway may be provided.  Suitable footway ramps as defined in the Safety at Street Works and Road Works Code of Practice must be provided for any difference in level of a temporary footway of more than 0.05 metres.  This shall not decrease the width of the highway to less than:-

Two way traffic:


Normal traffic including buses and HGVs: 6.75m minimum width.

Restricted: cars and light vehicles only: 5.5m minimum width.

One way and shuttle traffic: 
Normal traffic including buses and HGVs: 3.25–3.50m desirable width range, 3.0m absolute minimum width.

Restricted: cars and light vehicles only: 3.25m desirable minimum width, 2.5m absolute minimum width.
The passage shall be fully protected from passing vehicles by barriers, and be adequately signed so as to be fully visible to both pedestrians and vehicle drivers.  All bilingual signs etc. are to be in accordance with Chapter 8 of the Traffic Signs Manual and/or any other subsequent legislation.

Above the height of 2.28 metres, any part of the scaffolding (or other structure) over the footway shall not be nearer than 0.5 metres from the edge of carriageway open to vehicles.  All platforms shall have close boarded floors and toe-boards to enclose the scaffolding.

The scaffolding (or other structure), shall be adequately lit during the hours of darkness as stipulated in Section 169.  Lamps and/or signs are to be provided by the Applicant NOT by the Trunk Road Agent.  If inadequate lighting is provided, then the applicant is guilty of an offence. However this does not apply where no part of the structure is within 0.5 metres horizontally from a carriageway and no part is less than 2.5 metres above a footway.

All parts of the scaffolding (or other structure), within or near the highway/footway, and below 2.5 metres in height, should be clearly marked with high visibility material.

The scaffolding (or other structure) shall be removed immediately after building operations have been completed, if no request for the renewal of the Licence is received or at any time the Trunk Road Agency requests if the Licence has expired.  The Licensee should advise the Trunk Road Agent well in advance of the anticipated date and time of the dismantling of the scaffolding (or other structure) so that if considered necessary a joint inspection of the site can be undertaken.

The conditions laid out in the Licence are in addition to, and not in substitution for the statutory requirements laid out in the Act.  Nothing in the Licence relieves the applicant of his/her duties and obligations under any current legislation.

The Licence is valid for three months only.  A new Licence application must be made well in advance of this period, to allow for administration etc.

The Trunk Road Agent will require the payment of a fee, up to a maximum of £109 (One Hundred & Nine Pounds) in respect of the costs incurred by the Trunk road Agent and Welsh Government in preparing the Licence. 

The applicant must complete and return the permit application form.

INSPECTIONS 

It should be noted that each site should be individually inspected and assessed by both the Trunk Road Agent, Highway Licensing Inspectorate and the relevant scaffold company prior to erection of any scaffolding (or other structure).  There may be occasions where officers need to deviate from standard procedures to deal with specific site conditions.  Any deviation will require the prior advice and approval of the Senior Manager.

The Trunk Road Agent will carry out inspections at the following stages:-

i. Initial site assessment prior to erection of scaffolding

ii. Within 10 days of erection of the scaffolding.

iii. Within 10 days of expiry of the Licence or once the scaffolding has been removed whichever is soonest.

WORKING AT HEIGHT REGULATIONS 2005

Under the provisions of Section 10 of the Health and Safety at Works Act 1974 and the Working at Height Regulations 2005, it is the responsibility of the Scaffolding Company to:-
(i) Where necessary to prevent injury to any person, take suitable and efficient steps to prevent, so far as is reasonably practicable, the fall of any material and object.

(ii) Where it is not reasonably practicable to comply with the requirements of paragraph (1) or where it is otherwise necessary in the interest of safety, every company shall take suitable and sufficient steps to prevent any person being struck by any falling material or objects which is liable to cause injury.
